In July 1990 Nancy Witt presented a
lecture at the First International
Theological Conference of Quaker
Women. It was titled Quaker Crones -
Elizabeth and Allie. (she is referring to
Elizabeth Hooten and Allie Walton). She
describes them as courageous women
on the cutting edge of spiritual and
social change. By extending physical,
intellectual, and spiritual limits they free
and empower us all.

The idea that light gets in through the
cracks and seeps in spreading its glow
and its beauty seems to fit the Japanese
technique of Kintsugi which is used to
repair broken pottery with gold - we will
use this concept to create and recreate -
for example
1 repair or mend a fabric or paper
item
1 create a collage or mixed media
artwork
1 repair a solid object and use gold
paint or leaf to show the crack or
repair lines.
1 remodel something and create
something new

There is no defined idea here and you
are welcome to bring something as a
starting point or create something from
materials provided. If you have
resources to share please bring these
too.

We invite you to join each other for a
weekend of sharing, creation and
exploration.

Oh, and there will be a little Dancing, a
lot of laughter and silence as well as
yummy food.
